Club Sensei is responsible to
verify the submitted weights of their U10/U12/U14 athletes on Trackie and report if there is a
discrepancy by the late registration date.

U14 competing as an Early Bloomer in U16 are required to weigh in during the U16 weigh in time.

All participants U16 & older MUST PROVIDE PICTURE ID at official weigh-in.
Foreign/International competitors must bring a current membership from of their Association & photo ID.

Weight division change at weigh in for U16 and older - $20

Athletes competing in two different age divisions, in the same weight category on two consecutive days
of an event will not need to weigh in for the second division.

Athletes competing in two age divisions, in the same weight category during the same event but not on
consecutive days, will need to weigh in for the second (or third) division but will be allowed a weight
tolerance of up to 5% of the maximum weight for that division. (ie. Newaza registrants who are also
competing in U18, U21 or Veteran on Saturday and U16 or Senior on Sunday, will need to weigh in again
Friday during the scheduled weigh in time of the 2" division.)

Athletes competing in two different age divisions, in the same weight category not on consecutive days
of an event, will need to weigh in Friday and Saturday for the 2" division (ie. Newaza and Seniors)

U10 - 1.5 minutes non-stop Divisions of 2 - best 2 out of 3
U12 - 1.5 minutes Divisions of 3,4 and 5 - round robin
U14/U16/Veterans/Newaza - 3 minutes Divisions of 6 and 7 - double pool

U18/U21/Senior - 4 minutes Divisions of 8+ - modified double knockout
