July 1-3, 2011

Day One:

The first day of competition was for the Under 17 age division. Saskatchewan athletes earned two medals, bronze for both Eryn Langdon and Haley Walz of Moose Jaw.

Eryn Langdon from the Moose Jaw Koseikan Judo Club fought in the Under 17 female under 44kg division and placed third.

She lost her first match against Jessica Klimkait from Ontario by ippon in 1 minute 7 seconds. She lost her second match against Alison Caron from Quebec by ippon in 43 seconds. She came back to win her third match against Aleksandra Surbey of Alberta with a waza-ari after the full four minute match. She completed her competition with a 2 waza-ari win against Alice Giroux of Quebec in 2 minutes 24 seconds.

Sydney Poliakiwski of the Lloydminster Judo Club fought in the Under 17 female under 48kg division and placed fifth. 

She had a bye in her first round and then faced Jessica Scremin of Quebec and won with 2 waza-aris at 1 minute 26 seconds. She lost to Josianne Gagne from Quebec with 2 waza-aris in 35 seconds. She then fought in a bronze medal match against Natasha Dillon from Ontario and lost by ippon at 1 minute 55 seconds. 

Josie Lehner from the Prince Albert Kenshukan Judo Club also competed in the Under 17 female under 48kg division and placed ninth.

She lost her first match to Cynthia Bragagnolo of Quebec by ippon in 12 seconds. She then won her next match against Olivia Cheng-Boivin of Ontario by waza-ari after a full four minute match. She lost to Jessica Scremin of Quebec by two waza-aris at 2 minutes 15 seconds.

Kenadee Thompson of the Regina YMCA Judo Club fought in the Under 17 female under 57kg division and placed ninth. 

She lost her first match to Ariane Bouchard from Quebec by 2 waza-aris after 1 minute 28 seconds. She had a bye and then faced Paryse Gallant of Quebec and lost by 2 waza-aris at 2 minutes 17 seconds.

Haley Walz from the Moose Jaw Koseikan Judo Club fought in the Under 17 female under 70kg division and placed third.

She competed in pool B of a two pool draw. She won her first match against Danika Valade from Quebec by 2 waza-aris at 1 minute 24 seconds. She then lost her second match to Amanda Felker from Ontario by ippon after 2 minutes 11 seconds. That gave her second place in pool B and advanced her to the semi-finals where she faced the winner of pool A, Mina Coulombe from Quebec where she lost by ippon after 8 minutes.

Travis McNiece from the Pense Judo Club fought in the Under 17 male under 60kg division and placed in a tie for 17th.

His first match was against Mark Wulczynski from Ontario where he lost by ippon at 2 minutes 13 seconds. He had a bye in the next round and then faced Hamlet John Munoz from Ontario and lost by ippon at 2 minutes 48 seconds.

Bryce Martindale of the Regina YMCA Judo Club fought in the Under 17 male under 66kg division and placed in a tie for 17th. 

His first match was against Steven Bric of Ontario and lost by ippon at 24 seconds. He had a bye in the next round and then faced Dorian Margelidon from Quebec and lost by a yuko at 6 minutes 32 seconds.

Keegan Lund of the Lloydminster Judo Club also fought in the Under 17 male under 66kg division and placed in a tie for 17th.

He got a bye in round one and then faced Harley Mechalchuk from B.C. and lost by ippon at 47 seconds. He then competed against Brad Rutherford from Alberta and lost by yusei-gashi (decision of the judges) after an 8 minute match.

Daniel Horvey from the Regina Senshudokan Judo Club also fought in the Under 17 male under 66kg division and placed in a tie for 17th.

He got a bye in round one and then faced Anil Kumar from B.C. and lost by ippon at 2 minutes 53 seconds. He then competed against Francois Daigle from New Brunswick and lost by ippon at 2 minutes 27 seconds.

Day Two:

The second day of competition was for the Under 15 age division. Saskatchewan had four athletes competing today. They earned two medals, silver for Brette Poliakiwski from Lloydminster and bronze for Eden McPherson from Prince Albert.

In the three person round robin draw, Brette first faced Justyne Goulet from B.C. and won with a yuko after a three minute match. She then faced Erin Reim from Quebec and lost by a referee decision after six minutes of competition.

Tallissa Edwards from the Moose Jaw Koseikan Judo Club competed in the Under 15 female under 52kg division and finished fifth.

She first faced Hunter Good from Ontario and won by a yuko after a 3 minute match. She then lost to Manon Reglat-Arzate from Quebec by an ippon in 40 seconds. Her third match was against Anne Martin from Quebec which she lost by ippon after 25 seconds. Her final match was against Sophie Archambault from Quebec and she lost by two waza-aris in 50 seconds.

Eden McPherson from the Prince Albert Kenshukan Judo Club competed in the Under 15 female under 63kg division and placed third.

She first faced Heidi Feit from Nova Scotia and won by ippon after 1 minute 48 seconds. She then faced Audree Francis-Methot from Quebec and lost by ippon at 3 minutes 24 seconds. Her final match was against Eve Brochu-Joubert from Quebec and she lost by ippon at 2 minutes 40 seconds. 

Emily Schaan from the Watrous Ju-No-Ri Judo Club competed in the Under 20 female under 63kg division and finished third.

She had a bye in round one and then faced Elodie Lavoie from Quebec and lost by ippon at 1minute 4 seconds. She then beat Meghan Jamieson from B.C. by ippon in only 11 seconds. She moved on to face Lea-Fredericke Cote from Quebec and beat her by ippon in 38 seconds. Her final match was against Carolanne Vadnais from Quebec and she won with two waza-aris at 1 minute 34 seconds.

Nicole Dyck from the Watrous Ju-No-Ri Judo Club competed in the Under 20 female under 70kg division and placed third.

She first faced Mina Coulombe from Quebec and won by ippon at 2 minutes 53 seconds. She then beat Katrina Dillon from Ontario by ippon at 1 minute 1 second. Her next match was against Marie-Eve De Villers-Matte and she lost by ippon in 8 seconds. Her final match was again against Mina Coulombe and she won by ippon at 1 minute 16 seconds.

Charmaine Keenatch from the Prince Albert Kenshukan Judo Club also competed in the Under 20 female under 70kg division and placed ninth.

Her first match was against Marie-Claude Saucier from Quebec and she lost by ippon 19 seconds in. She had a bye in the next round and then faced Georgia Larden from B.C and lost by ippon at 3 minutes 56 seconds.

Adam Langdon from the Moose Jaw Koseikan Judo Club competed in the Under 20 male under 60kg division and placed seventeeth.
